Our dearest Çréla Prabhupäda,

Please accept our most humble obeisances on this auspicious day.
Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu willed that the holy name of Kåñëa would be chanted in every town and 

village throughout the world. So here we are in a small town called Adelaide. Your ISKCON center here 
has been established since the 1970s. Adelaide is a conservative Christian-oriented town where over the 
years ISKCON has struggled to make inroads in preaching. Regardless of the difculties, your devoted 
followers have insured that your mission of fullling Caitanya Mahäprabhu’s desire, a mission given to 
you by your own Guru Mahäräja, has continued.

Despite the difculties, we have managed to establish solid prasädam distribution programs to the 
needy through the help of the Lord Mayor of Adelaide. He took shelter of your free prasädam distribution 
program when he attended the university, and now, later in life, he insures that this program is being 
continued for others. We have re-established harinäma-saìkértana through the center of Adelaide every 
Friday night after a long absence due to a supreme court ruling prohibiting devotees’ chanting through 
the city and distributing books. Books are regularly distributed from our Kilburn Temple to eager persons 
who have been coming for the daily Bhagavad-gétä and Çrémad-Bhägavatam classes. Govinda’s restaurant 
distributes Çré Çré Rädhä-Çyämasundara’s mahä-prasädam every Friday, Saturday, and Sunday. Even 
though these programs are insignicant compared with what you were able to achieve in such a small 
amount of time, the devotees of ISKCON Adelaide are committed to insuring that the people of this small 
town can take advantage of the mercy you are distributing for Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu.

Çréla Prabhupäda, this year you will hear the sounds of the infrastructure of your Bhaktivedanta 
Ashram being xed. This renovation has been a couple of years coming, but once nished, you and your 
beloved Çré Çré Rädhä-Çyämasundara will be situated in a rst-class facility.

Even though we have made progress in many preaching areas, problems have arisen. These prob-
lems began from within and then spread to the outside. Çréla Prabhupäda, you have said that nothing 
can stop this saìkértana movement except ghting among ourselves. In the Caitanya-caritämåta, Ädi-lélä 
10.7, you have written,

Kåñëadäsa Kaviräja Gosvämé therefore offers equal respect to all the preachers of the cult of 
Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu, who are compared to the branches of the tree. ISKCON is one of 
these branches, and it should therefore be respected by all sincere devotees of Lord Caitanya 
Mahäprabhu.

This is the only opinion we wish to have of this sacred ISKCON society and the followers of Çré 
Caitanya Mahäprabhu who serve within it. To hold any opinion other than this is spiritual suicide, and 
we wish to keep it at bay, far away from yourself and your dedicated followers. This is our current chal-
lenge. Falling at your pure lotus feet, we pray that we can insure that this element of Kali-yuga is kept 
far away from the preaching movement.

So here in this small town of Adelaide your ISKCON society is looking forward to another year of 
representing your preaching mission with renewed enthusiasm.

Dear Çréla Prabhupäda,

At this time, when your Vyäsa-püjä is being organized and celebrated in your honor all over the 
world, all of us—your granddisciples, life members, and general followers in Allahabad—gratefully offer 
our respectful obeisances to you, the spiritual ambassador of India to the world.

Respected Çréla Prabhupäda, though most of us did not get an opportunity to see you or hear you 
in person, by going through the spiritual literature provided by you, we nd that you offer extensive 
instructions on how to bring about peace in this turbulent ocean of modern-day Kali-yuga life. We are 
happy to know that you once resided at Allahabad (Prayäga), a spiritual place situated at the conuence 
of three holy rivers—the Gaìgä, Yamunä, and Sarasvaté. This place, as you know, is well known not only 
for the Kumbha-melä but also, since time immemorial, as a place conducive to achieving nirväëa. In truth, 
Prayäga has become truly glorious for once being a place of residence of you, the great saint who spread 
all over the world the Hare Kåñëa movement initiated by Bhagavän Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu. In expand-
ing it to the whole world you broke down the boundaries of caste, religion, country, and creed. Thus you 
have excelled all the other saints who lived and worked in and around Prayäga. The Kåñëa consciousness 
movement, as formulated by you, has greatly changed the lives of your innumerable followers. In the 
broader society, materialistic ambition has been diminished very much by your inuence.

During your stay at Prayäga for more than thirteen years, you attended to your pharmaceutical busi-
ness while also working to push on the mission of your Guru Mahäräja, Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté 
Öhäkura. It is here in this city famous for its spiritual and cultural heritage, at the Gauòéya Maöha on 
South Mallaca Street, that you took dékñä from him in 1932. We residents of Allahabad feel proud that we 
live in the city where you once resided—such an exalted personality who conquered the highest peaks 
of kåñëa-bhakti. And not only did you dwell at the highest peaks of bhakti, but you had a plan to spread 
Kåñëa consciousness to the whole world and you did it.

Most remarkably, you humbly and courageously undertook the most difcult episode of your preach-
ing mission in old age. America was a foreign land, you had no proper facilities, support, or followers, yet 
still you undertook the seemingly impossible task of preaching in the West while embracing the essential 
teaching of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu in His Çikñäñöaka:

Çréla Prabhupäda, you were born in a relatively well-to-do, educated family and could have led a 
comfortable life. Yet you chose the path of sacrice for carrying out the will of your Guru Mahäräja and 
Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu and initiated your journey to the West alone. It was as if you were shooting 
an arrow from a bow in darkness. The problems you faced—lack of facilities and even necessities, 
noncooperation of your godbrothers, scarcity of money, etc.—could not weaken your resolve. Rather, 
your dedication to work, extraordinary intelligence, and great devotion and love for Kåñëa made you 
successful in your commendable mission. During the early days in America you were virtually alone and 
penniless. Practically speaking, you were the orator and listener both. How difcult was this situation! 
But you dealt with it courageously. By the mercy of Lord Kåñëa, you overcame the obstacles scattered 
on your path and spread transcendental knowledge for the benet of mankind. 

Dear Çréla Prabhupäda, you were a great social reformer. In the 60s and 70s innumerable American 
young men and women had lost their purity and beauty of life due to the impact of drugs. Many had seri-
ous mental and emotional problems. It was only you who taught them cleanliness, gave them a regulated 
life, and trained them in kåñëa-bhakti. You brought them into a cultured Vedic society. A social reformer 
can do nothing more than what you have done.

For two days the entire complex was completely lled with people coming and going all day 
and well into the night.

The wonderful temple complex here has been developed over the years by your dear disciple His 
Grace Bäsu Ghosh Prabhu, who is so dedicated to spreading your glories through your ISKCON society 
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wherever he goes. My experience at the Baroda Temple was so good that I want to share it with you.
The center is situated on a large tract of land in a very good area of the city. Surrounding the beau-

tiful temple are many green park areas where people congregate with their families. After coming to 
take darçana of Çré Çré Rädhä-Çyämasundara, Çré Çré Gaura-Nitäi, and Lord Jagannätha, Baladeva, and 
Subhadrä Mahäräëé, people like to nd a nice spot on the lawn where they happily take prasädam. The 
line for taking prasädam is so long that it sometimes stretches for more than ve hundred meters.

I was reminded how you once explained to me the concept of sharing. You remarked that the men-
tality of a thief is that he steals what belongs to someone else and keeps it for his own benet. In this 
connection you told me that wherever I went I should share the teachings of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu 
that you have given me. If I simply kept the knowledge and teachings for my own benet, you explained, 
then I would have the mentality of a thief because the knowledge belongs to Kåñëa and no one else. 
Conversely, if I shared that knowledge with many other people, then I would be rightly situated and 
would have the mentality of a sädhu.

Here in ISKCON Baroda, the devotees under the leadership of Bäsu Ghosh Prabhu are freely shar-
ing all the gifts you have shared with us, and thus they have the sädhu mentality. There is a rst-class 
prasädam restaurant, where wealthy Hindu families can come and take sumptuous prasädam served 
in an aristocratic manner in an opulent setting. There is also a snack bar catering to the general public 
that serves south Indian and Gujarati snacks and sweets.

Every day there are groups of women who sit in the temple for hours at a time singing beautiful 
bhajans in glorication of the Lord. Their singing is very simple yet so very sweet that the sound vibra-
tion takes the mind back to the simple lifestyle of Çré Çré Rädhä and Kåñëa in Goloka Våndävana.

At the back of the property is another large parklike area where children can run and play freely. On 
one side is a wonderful goçälä with many native-breed cows that provide milk for the Deity offerings, as 
well as for the restaurant, the snack bar, and prasädam distribution.

All in all, the Baroda Temple complex is a huge success and is one of your most successful projects 
in India. I was so inspired by the wonderful service done by Bäsu Ghosh Prabhu that I am simply pray-
ing to you today, during your Vyäsa-püjä celebration, that you also bless me that I may do something 
wonderful for your ISKCON society and thus spread your glories unlimitedly.

On this auspicious 114th anniversary of your appearance, I am very glad to have the opportunity to 

purify my words by glorifying the pure devotee of Lord Kåñëa.

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“Just as the atheist cannot remain in the presence of the Personality of Godhead, so also the invulner-
able sins of a man are immediately vanquished in your presence, O saint! O great mystic!” (Çrémad-
Bhägavatam 1.19.34)

In this text Mahäräja Parékñit glories the presence of the pure devotee of the Lord. Only by the 
presence of pure devotees like you, Çréla Prabhupäda, will people become free from sins and take up 
devotional service. Not caring for yourself, you gave your association to everyone and gave everyone in 
the whole world the chance to become Kåñëa conscious. Only by your desire can the conditional souls 
come in contact with devotional service. If you desire to deliver the conditional souls, then Lord will fulll 
that desire, because He fullls the desires of His pure devotees. You have spread Kåñëa consciousness in 
such away that no one will every match. You preached in the Western countries to eradicate the atheism, 
impersonalism, and voidism there, and you established the authority of the Vedas all over world, just as 
Çaìkaräcärya established the authority of the Vedas in India and subdued Buddhism.

Çréla Prabhupäda, the äcäryas of all four sampradäyas tried their best to establish the authority of the 
Vedas and spread Kåñëa consciousness, but you stand unique among äcäryas. Just as building a temple 
requires everything—foundation, brickwork, columns, paint, etc.—you provided everything needed to 
build the four-sampradäya temple.

You have bestowed special mercy on the conditional souls and delivered them. At the Kumbha-melä 
people wanted to touch your lotus feet, and some devotees were reluctant to let them do that. You 
stopped your devotees and allowed the people to be blessed by your divine touch, and they became 
fearless. Wherever saints like you go, that place becomes a holy place. As Yudhiñöhira Mahäräja said to 
Vidura (Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.13.10)

“My Lord, devotees like your good self are verily holy places personied. Because you carry the Person-
ality of Godhead within your heart, you turn all places into places of pilgrimage.”

And in the Fourth Canto (4.30.37) the Pracetäs say:

“Dear Lord, your personal associates, devotees, wander all over the world to purify even the holy places 
of pilgrimage. Is not such activity pleasing to those who are actually afraid of material existence?” 

Without discrimination according to country, caste, race, etc., you preached all over world, encircl-
ing the globe fourteen times in twelve years. In the Välméki Rämäyaëa Jämbavän reminded Hanumän 
of his strength to cross the ocean: “I have become old now, but in my youth I circled the globe twenty-
one times when Lord Vämanadeva appeared.” Similarly, you circled the glove fourteen times, Çréla 
Prabhupäda, converting many places on the earth into places of pilgrimage—New Vrindavan, Gétä-nägaré, 
New Dvärakä-dhäma, New Mäyäpur-dhäma, etc.

In Çrémad-Bhägavata-Mähätmya Bhakti-devé says that she will go to the Western countries. You have 
fullled her desire and also the prediction of Lord Caitanya that His name would be chanted in every town 
and village on the earth. Throughout the whole world you have spread the holy water of Bhakti-devé like 
the Gaìgä owing everywhere. All kinds of sinful, lusty, angry, burning souls—mlecchas and Yavanas, 
çüdras and butchers, Andhras, Pulindas, Pulkaçäs, etc.—are becoming puried by taking a bath in the 
holy river of bhakti and engaging in the service of Lord Kåñëa. Närada Muni’s prediction to Bhakti-devé 
that devotional service would be established in all towns and villages is coming true due to your efforts. 
Wherever you visited, took your bath, and placed your lotus feet—all such places have become holy 
places, places where Mother Earth rejoices.

In his Bhakti-sütras (71) Närada says about pure devotees: modante pitaro nåtyanti devatäù sa-näthä 
ceyaà bhür bhavati. “Thus the pure devotees’ forefathers become joyful, the demigods dance, and Mother 
Earth feels protected by good masters.” 

Çréla Prabhupäda, not only did you teach the spiritual wisdom found in Vedic literatures like the 
Bhagavad-gétä and Çrémad-Bhägavatam, but you also gave guidance on things far beyond that, such as 
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divorce, abortion, the women’s liberation movement, nuclear war, pollution, and the decline of moral 
values in society. 

The whole world atmosphere is permeated with constant fear, and people are suffering from the 
above calamities and more. Only by your mercy can these things be minimized— by distributing books, 
by preaching, and by prasädam distribution. We have been constantly remembering you in such situa-
tions. Sometimes while we preach Kåñëa consciousness and spread your mission, difculties arise and 
our mind gets disturbed. But when we remember how you struggled so much to establish and spread 
this movement, we are soon able to adjust our mind. We remember your words: “For all problems there 
is only one solution: spreading Kåñëa consciousness.” We are trying our best to follow the path you have 
given.

This year we would like to remember those great efforts you made to establish and build the Inter
national Society for Krishna Consciousness, ISKCON. Following Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté Gosvämé’s 
instruction, you fullled the paramparä’s dream by making many Western people Kåñëa conscious. In 
India you had planned this: you had dreamt how you would give Kåñëa consciousness to the Western 
people. 
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Of course, it was not an undisturbed and smooth process. In 1952 you traveled to Jhansi, where you 
got a building, the Bharatiya Bhavan, and in 1953 you established The League of Devotees. Your dream 
was that this building would be the basis of the international movement you would establish later. You 
invested all your life and property in this building, but it was taken away from you. The governor’s wife 
wanted the building for a women’s club, and if you had not given the building to them, they would have 
taken legal action against you. But you did not have money to litigate, so you had to leave. 

You lost the Bharatiya Bhavan, but you did not lose your enthusiasm. In fact, you became more 
determined and enthusiastic. You received a free ticket to New York City on the Jaladuta, a cargo ship. 
At that time you were 69 years old. While you were crossing the Arabian Sea you had two heart attacks. 
When you arrived in New York there was nobody to help you. You were a stranger with forty rupees. 
At that time in America rupees could not be exchanged for dollars, so in effect you had no money when 
you arrived and had nobody to support you. When you returned to India in 1967, you still had that forty 
rupees.

Often you said that when you came to the West you tried to do things that seemed impossible. You 
didn’t know whether you would succeed, but you knew that your guru and Kåñëa would be satised if 
you tried and didn’t give up. Çréla Prabhupäda, you tried and never gave up—and you created a world-
wide movement.

Twelve years after you arrived in America you had more than one hundred temples all over the 
world and nearly ve thousand disciples. Your publishing company, the Bhaktivedanta Book Trust, had 
become the largest publisher and distributor of Vedic literature in history. Since its inception, hundreds 
of millions of your books have been printed and distributed.

Çréla Prabhupäda, you made the effort and never gave up. You were sure that your efforts would satisfy 
your guru and Kåñëa. This is the success. You wrote in your prayer just after landing in America: “How 
will I make them understand this message of Kåñëa consciousness? I am very unfortunate, unqualied, 
and the most fallen. Therefore I am seeking Your benediction so that I can convince them, for I am pow-
erless to do so on my own. . . . O Lord, I am just like a puppet in Your hands. So if You have brought me 
here to dance, then make me dance, make me dance, O Lord, make me dance as You like.”

Dear Çréla Prabhupäda, please show us how we can sacrice everything in Kåñëa’s service, how we 
can make every effort and never give up in spite of failures and mistakes. Please teach us how we should 
see the failures and difculties as milestones on the way to success, to Kåñëa’s satisfaction.

Dear Çréla Prabhupäda,

Please accept our most respectful obeisances at your divine lotus feet. 
One more year has passed in the history of this material world, and as we reect back we realize 

more and more the importance of your gift of Kåñëa consciousness. The more we contemplate, the more 
we feel indebted to you for giving us this divine knowledge of Kåñëa consciousness, which can dissipate 
the darkness of our hearts. 

Modern man is busy trying to make material advancement in this world, running very fast to acquire 
newer and newer things so as to be happy. But somewhere along the way the happiness is lost, and he 
does not get any satisfaction in his heart. Still he keeps on running after the illusory pleasures of this 
world. As you write in the Preface to your Çrémad-Bhägavatam:

Human society, at the present moment, is not in the darkness of oblivion. It has made rapid 
progress in the eld of material comforts, education, and economic development throughout the 
entire world. But there is a pinprick somewhere in the social body at large, and therefore there 
are large-scale quarrels, even over less important issues. 

You appeared among the hippies of the 1960s just to give them the message of Kåñëa consciousness. 
The remedy you offered—rendering loving devotional service unto the all-loving Supreme Personality 
of Godhead, Kåñëa—is the solution to all the problems of the world. But you did not just offer this phi-
losophy; rather, you gave a practical demonstration of it through your own life and through the lives of 
those whose hearts you transformed. 

It was not a cakewalk for you to implant the message of Kåñëa consciousness throughout human 
society. You underwent all sorts of pains, beyond what we can imagine. We have heard how, to produce 
your books, Your Divine Grace would type the manuscripts, proofread them, get the corrections done, 
purchase the paper, take the manuscript to the publisher, get the book printed, take it to the binder, 
and thereafter distribute the books as well. All this was not an easy task—and we have to just distribute 
your books.

Once you were walking on the streets of Delhi in the blazing-hot summer, distributing your “Back 
to Godhead” paper, when you fainted due to sunstroke. On the way to America you suffered two heart 
attacks, and you had a stroke in America as well. There were numerous other times when you were 
physically ill, but your enthusiasm to execute the orders of your spiritual master never waned. 
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The difculties you faced to begin, develop, and maintain ISKCON were enormous. And while fac-
ing these difculties during the day, very early in the morning or, on second thought, late at night you 
dictated your books, offering the greatest benediction to the whole of humanity, the benediction of your 
Bhaktivedanta purports. These purports are the guiding light for all humanity for the next ten thousand 
years, offering the deepest insights into the understanding of Kåñëa consciousness. 

Although you gave us so many gifts—the holy name, the Deities, prasädam, temples, saìkértana, your 
books, your wonderful devotees, etc.—still the illusory energy of the Lord is also very strong. Modern 
man, bewildered by the glare of the material energy, pursues illusory goals and often succumbs to vari-
ous bad habits—drug addiction, for instance, or other habits that sometimes lead to suicide. More than 
ever before, the world is in dire need of your gift of Kåñëa consciousness. 

As practicing devotees, we need to be on guard against the various allurements of Mäyä. As we try 
to tread the path, the difculties sometimes seem insurmountable. Internally the difculties can take the 
form of a lack of faith and determination, a result of our conditioning over millions and millions of lifetimes, 
while externally the difculties can be presented by the atheists or agnostics we confront in trying to 
propagate Kåñëa consciousness. Our only hope to overcome these difculties is Kåñëa’s mercy coming 
through you. As His Grace Drutakarmä Prabhu put it, “Çréla Prabhupäda is our expert mine sweeper as 
we walk through the mine eld of this material world. We need to expertly follow the path carved out 
dexterously by Çréla Prabhupäda. The moment we step off the path, there can be an explosion.” 

Here at your center in Chandigarh, we have the privilege of engaging ourselves in your most compas-
sionate preaching movement. Encouraged by the blessings of His Holiness Gopäl Krishna Mahäräja, we 
were able to distribute 21,200 Bhagavad-gétäs during the 2009 marathon, which is the most for us so far. 
Youth preaching is going on nicely. Our young educated brahmacärés are preaching in three engineering 
colleges and Punjab University, apart from having regular programs for youth in the temple. We have 
opened two BACEs—one in Chandigarh and the other in Patiala.

The material world is full of envious persons, 
but if one frees himself of envy, he becomes liberal in his social dealings and can think of others’ 
welfare.

Living as a community has proven to be a great challenge in regards to relating with one another 
in a cooperative spirit, without envy, and thinking of each others’ welfare. As aspiring servants of the 
saìkértana mission, we want to hold this principle you speak of in this purport as in ideal way of conduct 
so that there are substance and genuineness in our attempts to reach out to the common people. We 
may think that the people outside need to change, but we ourselves require constant vigilance in our 
own ongoing transformation. Later in the purport you state, 

If the Kåñëa consciousness movement spreads all over the world, and if by the grace of Kåñëa 
everyone accepts it, the thinking of envious people will change. Everyone will think of the welfare 
of others. Therefore Prahläda Mahäräja prays, çivaà mitho dhiyä. In material activities, everyone 
is envious of others, but in Kåñëa consciousness, no one is envious of anyone else; everyone 
thinks of the welfare of others. Therefore Prahläda Mahäräja prays that everyone’s mind may 
become gentle by being xed at the lotus feet of Kåñëa

Çréla Prabhupäda, you exemplify these qualities to the fullest. We can see this in how you have 
transformed the hearts of people from all walks of life. You fullled Lord Caitanya’s prophecy that the 
holy name of Kåñëa would be spread to every town and village.

We would like to thank you, Çréla Prabhupäda, for the most difcult and most merciful sacrice 

you performed for the sake of all of us. You are the personication of sacrice, mercy, and compassion. 
Your purifying power is inconceivable. How many thousands of people’s hearts were changed and been

A very 
strong focus on distribution of your books helped to establish a temple for the third time, in Lesma-
hagow, Karuna Bhavan. Devotees would get arrested and harassed by the police, but they always felt 
strength coming from you, along with reciprocation and bliss when you were pleased that your books 
were distributed under difcult circumstances. Devotees were determined to carry on. How kind you 
were to engage us in the transcendental service of book distribution! Many pieces of transcendental 
literature have been distributed and many seeds of devotion planted, as you desired. In return for your 
mundane education at Scottish Churches’ College, you are personally giving the highest education—
Kåñëa consciousness—to the people of Scotland in the form of your books.

In a battle, for the sake of victory some soldiers and generals have to lay down their lives. It was a 
similar battle to establish Kåñëa consciousness in Scotland. By the inconceivable ways of the Lord, devo-
tees had to undergo many difculties from outside and inside. Some devotees left Scotland. But what a 
wonderful proof of your mercy that all those who gave their lives to book distribution were protected by 
you and, one way or another, remained in devotional service. We are very, very grateful to every single 
person who has helped to establish Kåñëa consciousness in Scotland and by whose mercy others can 
now come to receive your mercy.

You explained that if Kåñëa is particularly merciful to someone he will have to undergo great difculties 
in life. Who can understand the inconceivable will of the Lord? You yourself were faced with so many 
apparent injustices when you were preaching Kåñëa consciousness, but you never complained. You were 
always eager to move forward despite everything. This is the substance of your society—your forgive-
ness, compassion, and humility. Kindly give us the strength to follow in your footsteps and be forgiving, 
grateful, and at the same time determined to execute your mission. Kindly let us learn what we need to 
learn, realize what we need to realize, and also deeply grasp your instructions and what you are saying in 
your books. Your nal instruction was “You will show your love for me by how you cooperate to spread 
this movement after I am gone.”

Ours is a small saìkértana center with ve or six devotees who distribute books, one mätäjé who 
cooks, and the temple president and his wife. Every day we distribute your books in the neighboring 
towns and villages. In our hearts we deeply meditate that we would like to get your books to every tiny 
town and village so that people can hear about Kåñëa and glorify Him. 

By the effective preaching of Dämodara Prabhu and Dharmiñöhä Mätäjé, a nice Kåñëa temple awaits 
visitors. There is a nicely kept garden and a pond with a statue of Gopäla. After entering the arches 
of the temple, which has nicely painted glass windows with lotuses, a visitor sees a beautiful relief of 
the Païca-tattva crowning the altar. Your portrait reminds us that we owe you gratitude for making all 
this possible. In the small Indian shop, visitors can buy the paraphernalia of the Vaiñëava tradition and 
Äyurvedic products. The congregation consists of about thirty to forty people who actively participate 
in the preaching activities of the community, which include prasädam distribution once a week. On 
Sundays, we hold Love Feast programs, Bhakti-våkña programs, lectures, music instruction, and bhajana 
marathons. This small temple is the island of the spirit soul in our city. 

Please let us express our feelings and thoughts in connection with you, as a confession of our love 
and admiration, Çréla Prabhupäda. 

Although we do not have your physical association, and most of the devotees in our temple would not 
know you in person, through your well-preserved teachings we are tied to Your Divine Grace by eternal, 
unbreakable ties. You are our spiritual grandfather, who by your life showed us a perfect example of 
how we can make our lives perfect. 

In your childhood you imbibed the devotion and deep love of God from your father. As a gåhastha 
you supported your family and brought up your children. Then you left them to devote the rest of your 
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life to spreading Kåñëa consciousness. Most importantly, you made your spiritual master’s desire your 
life and soul: to preach Kåñëa consciousness in the Western world. Despite the many difculties, you 
showed a perfect example in every stage of life. 

What you mean to us cannot be expressed in a page and a half, not even in a whole book. Your glory 
could be sung endlessly in all three worlds—and not only once a year but every day. Your greatness is easier 
to grasp if we consider how hollow and tedious the world would be without Kåñëa consciousness. 

Your wonderful disciples, some now sannyäsés, have acquired such realizations during the many years 
of serving you that when they share them it is as if the spiritual world was manifesting. By your cause-
less mercy several farming communities have grown, where those longing for spiritual life nd devotees 
and wonderful Deities. We would be just suffocating in the ocean of death in this material world if you 
had not reached out to us and given us shelter. In appreciation, we are also trying to share our good 
fortune with others. Through reading your books, anyone can gain your association and that of Kåñëa, 
the Supreme Personality of Godhead. In this way they can attain perfection in their lives in a moment, 
which is an act of mercy unmatched in any of the previous yugas. 

You made an immense sacrice for us, taking responsibility for bringing us back to the spiritual world. 
Your books are the law books that guide our daily lives, and this association with you every day is the 
lifeline of our spiritual advancement. Even though you are an eternally liberated person, still, you came 
to us because you saw our sufferings. This is the highest order of love, as stated in Çrémad-Bhägavatam

The central gure 
of creation and of enjoyment is the Supreme Lord, and the living entities are cooperators. By 
cooperation they enjoy. The relation is also like that of the master and the servant. If the master 
is fully satised, then the servant is satised.

Our present conditioned life began when the Supreme Lord blessed us with fulllment of our perverted 
desire to imitate Him as controllers and enjoyers. Over the course of many births we have suffered and 
enjoyed almost everything that a conditioned soul can experience. It is only by your divine mercy, Çréla 
Prabhupäda, that we have understood the hopeless uselessness of illusory, temporary, and limited ma
terial sense gratication, which brings only frustration. As you always stressed in your preaching, we are 
not enjoyers and controllers. You have explained this in your purport to the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra:

The illusion is that we are all trying to be lords of material nature, while actually we are under the 
grip of her stringent laws. When a servant articially tries to imitate the all-powerful master, he 
is said to be in illusion. We are trying to exploit the resources of material nature, but actually we 
are becoming more and more entangled in her complexities.

This illusory struggle 
against material nature can be stopped at once by revival of our eternal Kåñëa consciousness.
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Çréla Prabhupäda, only by your mercy are we getting a clearer understanding that simple living and 
high thinking is a wonderful solution for all our problems, especially at the present time of global reces-
sion. Absorption in thought of your and Lord Kåñëa’s lotus feet is the remedy for our entanglement in 
conditioned life and the solution to all kinds of problems.

Another wonderful realization you blessed us with refers to Lord Çré Kåñëa’s instruction in the 
Bhagavad-gétä where He says, “You have a right to perform your prescribed duty, but you are not entitled 
to the fruits of action.

Our respectful obeisances are unto you, O spiritual master, servant of Sarasvaté Gosvämé. You are kindly 
preaching the message of Lord Caitanyadeva and delivering the Western countries, which are lled with 
impersonalism and voidism.

Kåñëa is the best friend and well-wisher of everyone. He looks out for the welfare of all, especially 
those who are sincerely seeking Him. He appears in the form of the spiritual master to guide them back 
to Him. Those who are found by this arrangement are most fortunate. By following the order of the 
spiritual master, one gains the mercy of Kåñëa and becomes eligible to return to Him.

It isn’t difcult to recognize a spiritual master. Just as a salesman can be recognized by his work on 
behalf of the company he represents, so similarly a spiritual master can be recognized by his work on 
behalf of Kåñëa. He represents Kåñëa, faithfully speaking His message just as a postman faithfully deliv-
ers messages without changing or interpreting them in any way.

Dedicating one’s whole existence to Kåñëa, working on behalf of Kåñëa, speaking His message, and 
guiding sincere seekers back to Him are characteristics of the bona de spiritual master.

Çréla Prabhupäda, just as a tree is recognized by its fruits, you are recognized by the expanding so-
ciety you created and the tens of thousands of devotees within it. Just as a tree starts from a tiny seed, 
your society started from humble beginnings. Indeed, when you met Mr. Ruben the New York subway 
conductor, you had no more than a vision. Temples, devotees, and books were to come. Now they are 
spread all over the world and expanding.

We have had the privilege of witnessing and participating in the expansion of your community of 
Kåñëa conscious devotees. Based on the six exchanges of love, your society of devotees in Melbourne 
has grown considerably in the last three decades.
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We have witnessed how sticking to the basics brings results. We have worshiped the Deities and 
distributed Their prasädam. The local populace respects us for the food we distribute. We have chanted 
Hare Kåñëa on our beads and on the streets. Whenever the chanting party goes out, people respond 
happily and enthusiastically. Your books are being distributed and, more importantly, being studied. 
The devotees participating in the systematic study of your books are becoming book distributors and 
are further increasing the number of devotees.

The process of preaching is like drying out wet grass. We want to ignite Kåñëa consciousness within 
the people’s hearts, but before we can do so we need to dry them out. The Deity worship, prasädam 
distribution, saìkértana, and book distribution are slowly but surely paving the way for more devotees 
to take to Kåñëa consciousness.

They simply need to imbibe the same faith you had in these practices and strictly apply them to 
their lives, and then they will experience the same results. Gradually a community of devotees is mani-
festing based on the principles you taught. As we stick to and apply these practices, the community of 
devotees grows.

When I was a teenager I could tell where all the Hare Kåñëa books were in my friends’ homes. They 
were the books with uorescent covers. All my friends had one or more of them—Çré Éçopaniñad, Kåñëa 
book, The Nectar of Devotion.

I opened The Nectar of Devotion one day to see if I could interpret the text within. I discovered a 
description of Kåñëa—what He looked like, who His friends were, and what He did. I was amazed. There 
was no interpreting this message. It hit me: a knockout punch. I quietly put the book back onto the shelf, 
realizing that there was no match for Kåñëa consciousness.

Prior to joining ISKCON I often bumped into the devotees chanting on the streets. I was attracted 
to the mahä-mantra, my ears pricking up at the sound of the ching, ching, chiiiing of the karatälas and 
the accompanying chanting. The devotees were your salesmen and your books your calling card. I felt 
the all-attractive, irresistible allurement. It was only a matter of time before that attraction would do its 
work and I would be in the association of the devotees, under the shelter of your instructions, making 
advancement in Kåñëa consciousness.

Dear Çréla Prabhupäda, please let us take shelter of your instructions.
Please allow us to serve you.
Please allow us to follow in your footsteps,

It is of no small signicance that at birth Çréla Prabhupäda was given the name Abhay Charan, “fearless at 
the Lord’s feet,” which was conrmed by his guru’s conferring upon him the same name at his harinäma 
initiation in 1933—Abhay Charanaravinda Däsa. And Çréla Prabhupäda’s whole life was to pointedly 
exemplify this glorious truth: that Lord Kåñëa’s devotees are personally protected by the Lord at all 
times. During the course of his amazing life, many incidents dramatically demonstrated how the Lord 
protected Çréla Prabhupäda while he was threatened by imminent danger, whether in his childhood or 
when he made his arduous ocean-crossing on the Jaladuta, or later when he traveled worldwide on his 
preaching mission. Çréla Prabhupäda was thus fully aware of Lord Kåñëa’s complete protection, especially 
when he fearlessly embarked on his trip to America to fulll his great teacher’s sacred order. And he 
was able to also inject his many sincere followers with the same conviction of divine protection in their 
own epic efforts to spread the saìkértana movement all over the world. This worldwide propagation of 
Kåñëa consciousness is no small feat, as religious historians have duly noted.

One of Çréla Prabhupäda’s very inspiring statements allows us a very revealing glimpse into the heart 
and mind of such a pure lover of God. Upon arriving in Dallas in 1974, Çréla Prabhupäda was duly greeted 
and honored by dozens of his loving disciples. One reporter observing this unique loving exchange can-
didly asked him what endeared him so much to his followers and what it really meant to be self-realized. 
Çréla Prabhupäda answered in his own unique way with this simple yet profound statement: “I am never 
afraid.” Within these succinct words is of course revealed an essential truth: that only the Lord’s fully 
surrendered servant can possibly cross over the insurmountable material existence, which keeps us 
all in the grip of ignorance and fear. No one in this world can ever honestly say that he or she is never 
afraid. In this world of unavoidable danger, the silent stalker of death also awaits us all. 

Only those great mahätmäs like Çréla Prabhupäda, who have unconditional faith in the Lord’s be-
nevolent control, actually exist on the plane of deathlessness, forever free from all fear of death. And it 
was Çréla Prabhupäda’s merciful desire to help us all rise to that plane of pure spiritual consciousness, of 
ceaseless trust in God. Çréla Prabhupäda traveled the whole world to offer the only sure antidote for all 
fear: the constant glorication of the Lord with body, mind, words, and soul. Being thus blessed with Çréla 
Prabhupäda’s perfect example of total absorption in the glorication of Lord Kåñëa and Lord Caitanya, 
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we are now secure in the conviction that we can also aspire for such perfection: completely dedicating 
our whole being to the spreading of the saìkértana movement. Çréla Prabhupäda gave us a hint of this 
state of perfection when he said that “saìkértana is the safest place in the universe.” We know this to be 
factual by our own experience of how secure we can all feel when we are fully absorbed in the Lord’s 
kértana and service: it really feels like home. If it works for us, surely it can work for all.

It is now becoming urgently obvious that, as mankind totters on the brink of ecological, economic, 
and political chaos, Çréla Prabhupäda’s sobering yet hopeful prediction will come to pass, namely that 
the saìkértana movement will save mankind in its darkness hour of fear. Çréla Prabhupäda has shown the 
whole world that kåñëa-kértana is the great sun that alone can push back Kali’s invading darkness. Every 
day we continue pushing on with Çréla Prabhupäda’s fearless mood, so that we can keep deepening our 
connection to him and the endless ow of gaura-çakti he carries in his fearless heart, the greatest force in 
the universe. Under his solid shelter only are we assured of ultimate victory, secure in the deep convic-
tion that Çréla Prabhupäda can and will protect the whole world from its own destructive course.

This year, due to the preaching of devotees from ISKCON Mira Road, we had Lord Jagannätha Ratha-
yäträs apart from the one on Mira Road, in Thane, Kandivali, Borivali, and Bhayender. 

Çréla Prabhupäda, you said, “ISKCON is my body, and book distribution is my heart.” Çréla Prabhupäda, 
during the last Prabhupäda Marathon we distributed 25,000 Bhagavad-gétäs.

Forty years ago you pointed your nger at a map of India and said, “We should have a temple there.” 
You had pointed to the city of Nagpur, which is in central India. On several occasions you had passed 
through Nagpur when you had traveled by train from Calcutta to Mumbai. 

Although we were able to open a center here in Nagpur some twenty-ve years ago, because we 
are such fallen souls full of anarthas we have not yet been able to build a glorious temple here. We ask 
for your forgiveness and request you to recommend us to Lord Kåñëa, for without His mercy and your 
blessings we will never be able to build a home for Him in Nagpur. 

Please inspire us and guide us how to go about it. You were able to establish so many temples in 
such a short span of time in many different countries. We know that you also faced many problems, but 
the difference is that we lack the ability to solve them. So please, please let us know where we are going 
wrong. Why is it that despite our best efforts, nothing tangible is happening? We need a miracle.

You had such wonderful qualities, those of a true visionary leader—qualities such as integrity, cour-
age, fearlessness, humor, truthfulness, heartfelt compassion for your followers, and the ability to capture 
their hearts by intently listening to them and helping to solve their problems. You taught by your own 
example and felt deeply indebted to your disciples for helping you spread Lord Caitanya’s mission. But 
as with all the best leaders, when the tasks were accomplished and the work was done, you allowed 
your followers to feel as if they had done it all themselves.

We really need you to give us condence and optimism to build the “Glory of Central India” temple. 
We know you can perform miracles. The devotees of Çré Çré Rädhä-Gopénätha here in Nagpur desperately 
require you to perform a miracle so that we can come before our godbrothers and proudly announce 
to them that at last we have succeeded in building a temple here in Nagpur, a temple glorifying Their 
Lordships Çré Çré Rädhä-Gopénätha and Their beloved pure devotee, His Divine Grace A.C. Bhaktivedanta 
Swami Prabhupäda.

Please accept our humble obeisances at your divine lotus feet. All glories to Çré Çré Rädhä-Baìkebihäri, 
the presiding Deities of Boise.

The year 2010 started with the celebration of Lord Caitanya’s 500th anniversary of taking sannyäsa. Co-
incidentally, the year 2009–2010 also marked the 50th anniversary of your taking sannyäsa. We celebrated 
the anniversary by enacting a play on Gaura Pürëimä. Lord Caitanya took sannyäsa so His preaching of 
the holy name would be taken seriously and He could distribute kåñëa-prema freely to one and all. He 
left his widowed mother Çacémätä, His young, beautiful wife Viñëupriyä, and His friends and devotees in 
Nadia to fulll His mission and His prediction recorded in the Caitanya-bhägavata, Antya 4.126:

påthivéte äche yata nagarädi gräma
sarvatra pracära haibe mora näma

“In every town and village all over the world, the chanting of My name will be heard.” 
In the twenty-minute play we spanned the ve-hundred-plus years of the Hare Kåñëa movement, 

interspersed with the fervent prayer by Çréla Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura asking Lord Caitanya to send His 
senapati (commander) to fulll the prophecy not just in India but throughout the world, so that the 
chanting of Kåñëa’s name would be heard in England, France, Russia, Germany, America, and so on. 

The second half of the play was all about you. It dawned on us and the audience what a critical role 
you played in fullling Lord Caitanya’s prediction and why Çréla Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté had asked 
you to take sannyäsa—for the same reason that Lord Caitanya had taken sannyäsa: to distribute Kåñëa’s 
name and prema freely to the world.

The Vedic standard and the example set by the previous äcäryas was that if one wanted to lead a 
preaching movement, sannyäsa was required. Of course, Lord Caitanya was the Supreme Personality of 
Godhead, and so sannyäsa was not required for Him, but when His young students were disrespectful 
toward Him, treating Him as an ordinary man, He took sannyäsa because in India a sannyäsé is automati-
cally respected. As soon as He began traveling throughout India as a sannyäsé, He immediately attracted 
thousands of followers to the saìkértana movement.

Knowing that many cheaters would accept the saffron dress and abuse the respect given to san-
nyäsés, Lord Caitanya advised against accepting sannyäsa in the Age of Kali. He knew that cheaters in 
the guise of sädhus would act immorally, accumulate funds for their own sense gratication, and make 
many followers simply to enhance their own prestige. Posing as svämés, they would cheat the public. 
Because the people in Kali-yuga are unable to follow the rules and regulations of sannyäsa, Lord Caitanya 
recommended that they simply chant Hare Kåñëa. However, if a person could actually follow the rules, 
and especially if he had to spread the saìkértana movement, sannyäsa was necessary.

In your purport to Çrémad-Bhägavatam 1.6.13, you explain:

It is the duty of a mendicant (parivräjakäcärya) to experience all varieties of God’s creation by 
traveling alone through all forests, hills, towns, villages, etc., to gain faith in God and strength of 
mind, as well as to enlighten the inhabitants with the message of God. A sannyäsé is duty-bound 
to take all these risks without fear, and the most typical sannyäsé of the present age is Lord Cait-
anya, who traveled in the same manner through the central Indian jungles, enlightening even 
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the tigers, bears, snakes, deer, elephants, and many other jungle animals.

Following the mood of Lord Caitanya, you knew the real purpose of sannyäsa. Sannyäsa was for 
preaching, and like Him you left everything. Two weeks before your departure for the urban jungles of 
the USA, when you came to the urban jungle of India, Calcutta, where you had lived most of your life, you 
had severed all your connections. All that was left of the family was a list of names. You had no place to 
stay; only a handful of people came to see you off as you walked up the ramp of the freighter Jaladuta.

In the Age of Kali, you had explained, sannyäsa is especially difcult. One who takes the vow of 
renunciation of family life should not imitate parivräjakäcäryas like Närada Muni and Lord Caitanya but 
should sit down at some holy place and devote his whole time and energy to hearing and repeatedly 
chanting the holy scriptures left by great äcäryas like the Six Gosvämés of Våndävana.

Yet you were traveling as a mendicant missionary, a parivräjakäcärya. Having already attained the 
advanced stage wherein the pure devotee resides in Våndävana and chants Hare Kåñëa incessantly, you 
chose to travel for the good of the whole world. Like Närada Muni, you traveled to all parts of the world. 
As a reporter in India appropriately titled you, you were “a jet-age parivräjakäcärya.”

The results of your sannyäsa have been amazing. Most sannyäsés who came to the West made their 
headlines by their falldown into mäyä. You made headlines by your victory over mäyä. You conquered 
the whole world with the power of the mahä-mantra and your sincerity, purity, and compassion.

You demonstrated how a Vaiñëava sannyäsé should travel all over the world, working with all his 
might to reclaim the fallen souls on behalf of Lord Kåñëa.

You told Dr. Thomas Hopkins: “Sannyäsa does not mean change of dress. Sannyäsa means every-
thing for Kåñëa.” And to Jayapatäka Mahäräja you said, “As soon as you fully engage yourself in Kåñëa 
consciousness, then immediately you become more than a sannyäsé.”

Çréla Prabhupäda, although you are beyond the varëäçrama designation of sannyäsa, you were 
nevertheless the best sannyäsé and the creator of many other sannyäsés, whom you instructed to follow 
in your footsteps. You set a new standard for your sannyäsés. You said that they should do even more 
than you—make more followers, publish more books, establish more ISKCON centers and “preach, 
preach, preach.”

As for most of us, here in Boise you left us with the instruction of Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu:

Sthäne sthitäù çruti-gatäà tanu-vän-manobhiù. One may stay in whichever äçrama is suitable 
for him; it is not essential that one take sannyäsa. If one is sexually agitated, he can enter the 
gåhastha-äçrama. But one must continue ghting. For one who is not in a transcendental position, 
to take sannyäsa articially is not a very great credit. If sannyäsa is not suitable, one may enter 
the gåhastha-äçrama and ght mäyä with great strength. But one should not give up the ghting 
and go away. [Çrémad-Bhägavatam 8.2.30, purport]

Çréla Prabhupäda, on this most auspicious Vyäsa-püjä day, please give us your causeless mercy so 
we can also ght mäyä by distributing your books, engaging in harinäma, distributing prasädam, and 
preaching.

On this 114th anniversary of your appearance in this world, we pray that you will accept this homage 
although our attempt to glorify you is woefully inadequate. Hearing and chanting your glories is the life 
and soul of the international spiritual society formed by you—your ISKCON.

In the Bhagavad-gétä Lord Kåñëa declares Himself to be the benefactor and well-wisher of all living 
entities (suhådaà sarva-bhütänäà). As his pure representative, you are also the benefactor and well-
wisher of everyone you meet. Thus, we know that you viewed all your disciples and followers with equal 
vision, not favoring any one of them over the others. However, we residents of New Dvärakä Dhäma have 
always felt specially favored by you.

You visited this temple more than any other in the Western world. Records show that you visited 
New Dvärakä on the following occasions: February 25–August 9, 1970; June 26–27, 1971; June 29–July 16, 
1971; July 2–4, 1972; August 10–29, 1972; September 13–October 5, 1972; November 30, 1973–January 14, 
1974; July 8–16, 1974; February 9–11, 1975; June 20–27, 1975; July 22–25, 1975; June 1–11, 1976.

In an address upon arriving in Los Angeles on June 20, 1975, you said: 

We have no new discovery. We don’t manufacture. This is our process. We simply follow the 
predecessor’s instruction. That’s all. Our movement is very easy because we haven’t got to manu-
facture something. We simply repeat the words and the instruction given by the predecessor. 
Kåñëa instructed Brahmä, Brahmä instructed Närada, Närada instructed Vyäsadeva, Vyäsadeva 
instructed Madhväcärya, and, in this way, then Mädhavendra Puré, Éçvara Puré, Çré Caitanya 
Mahäprabhu, then the Six Gosvämés, then Çréniväsa Äcärya, Kaviräja Gosvämé, Narottama Däsa 
Öhäkura, Viçvanätha Cakravarté, Jagannätha däsa Bäbäjé, Bhaktivinoda Öhäkura, Gaurakiçora 
däsa Bäbäjé, Bhaktisiddhänta Sarasvaté, and then we are doing the same thing. There is no dif-
ference. That is the specic procedure of the Kåñëa consciousness movement. You are singing 
daily, guru-mukha-padma-väkya, cittete koriyä aikya, är nä koriho mane äçä. Very simple thing. 
We are receiving the transcendental knowledge through guru-paramparä succession. So we 
have to simply take instruction from guru, and if we execute that to our heart and soul, that is 
success. That is practical.

Çréla Prabhupäda, you wanted New Dvärakä to set a high standard of Deity worship, and thus you 
patiently instructed us in the proper mood and execution of this ne devotional art. The following letter to 
Jayatértha Däsa and Maïjuälé Devé Däsé (10 November 1975), shows your concern for our advancement:

Please accept my blessings. I am in due receipt of your card dated October 25, 1975, along with 
the beautiful photographs of Sri Sri Rukmini-Dvarakadhisa of New Dvaraka. So do it nicely. I 
have invited Krsna and He may not be insulted by disrespectful behavior. I have introduced this 
system of Deity worship amongst the non-believers, the atheists, the mlecchas, the yavanas and 
I pray to Krsna that I am inviting You to come, so please, because You are seated in their hearts, 
please give them the intelligence how to serve you so that You may not be inconvenienced.

At the same time you expected us to take the time to preach Kåñëa consciousness, following in your 
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footsteps. In another letter to Jayatértha Prabhu (20 November 1975), you expressed appreciation for our 
efforts in this regard and gave us invaluable instruction for practical application of the philosophy:

I am very pleased with the distribution that the New Dvärakä temple is doing. When I hear of 
your advancement of devotional service by book distribution, it invigorates me although I am 
an old man. Although I am traveling all over the world, my mind is always in Los Angeles. So do 
everything very nicely so that very soon I may go there and see the improvement. The mrdanga-
making is very important. The new bhaktas, they can be engaged in the mrdanga-making and 
also help Bharadraja with the doll-making. The nursery school program is very good. That is 
good that the mothers are being freed to increase their devotional service. It is not that women 
should only produce children, but they are meant for advancing in devotion. The sign Hare 
Krishna Colony is very good idea. You can add the words Come and Join. 

As a child you eagerly and insistently performed the Ratha-yäträ festival of Lord Jagannätha, engaging 
your entire neighborhood in the endeavor. Therefore it was not surprising that you brought the Ratha-
yäträ festival to the cities of the West. You particularly desired to see Ratha-yäträ festivals performed in 
the major cities of the United States, such as New York, San Francisco, and Los Angeles. In our efforts 
to please you, we are now set to present the 34th annual Los Angeles Ratha-yäträ. The following excerpt 
from a letter written by Tamäl Krishna Goswami (6 September 1977) on your behalf gives some indica-
tion of how you regarded our efforts:

Now the photographs depicting Rathayatra in Los Angeles arrived from you. His Divine Grace 
was fully entranced on how all of you, his loving disciples and children, dedicated all of your 
energy in this ceremony. With keen interest Srila Prabhupada heard the description of each 
photograph and glanced so lovingly at each of you who were engaged in the service of Lord Jag-
annatha. There were tears in Srila Prabhupada’s eyes and they made a path down his cheeks as 
he shook his head from side to side, so much appreciative was he of the effort which you have 
all made. When the photographs showing the three Chariots on procession were shown to him, 
Srila Prabhupada made a long humming sound, and with His eyebrows very arched he declared, 
“We have never seen such carts!” When the photographs showing the long lines of people lining 
up to see the “Changing Body” exhibit were shown to him, Srila Prabhupada was deeply pleased 
and said, “I told you this would happen. I am very much glad to see this.” The experience of see-
ing these photographs was so much moving to His Divine Grace that he was unable to sit for his 
massage, nor could he take his meals. We requested him to have his massage, but in a choked 
voice He said “Not now.” Then after two hours he retired to bed, deeply in trance meditating on 
the Rathayatra of Lord Jagannatha at Los Angeles.

Çréla Prabhupäda, we are eternally indebted to you for toiling ceaselessly to instruct us in the phi-
losophy of Kåñëa consciousness and waiting patiently for us to give up our anarthas and become serious 
about executing those instructions. In this next letter (14 August 1976) you instructed us how to try to 
repay our debt to you:

My dear Sons and Daughters;
Please accept my blessings. I am in due receipt of your letter dated August 9, 1976, and the 

enclosed daksina and pictures of the murtis in New Dvaraka which I am having framed and put 
on my wall here in Bombay.

If you feel at all indebted to me, then you should preach vigorously like me. That is the 
proper way to repay me. Of course, no one can repay the debt to the spiritual master, but the 
spiritual master is very much pleased by such an attitude by the disciple. In the Bhagavad-gita 
it is said, vyavasayatmika buddhir ekeha kuru nandana, “Those who are on this path are resolute 
in purpose, and their aim is one.” Our only business is to be xed up in devotional service by 
pleasing the spiritual master. Those who are not xed up they have various lines of action (eka 
means “one” and bahu means “many”).

The real ocean of mercy is Krsna, and it is the duty of the spiritual master to tell his disciple 
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to come to the ocean and be happy. The spiritual master’s duty is to lead the disciple to this 
ocean. I am trying my best, and if you try to follow surely you will benet.

Bhaktivinode Thakura has sung, “krsna sei tomara, krsna dite para, tomara sakati ache. Ami 
ta’kangala, krsna krsna boli, dhai tava pache pache. “Krsna is yours and you have the power to 
give Him to anyone you wish. I am poor and wretched and running behind you shouting Krsna, 
Krsna!”

Krsna is unlimited, no one can catch Him, but if someone follows the parampara, He agrees 
to be captured. 

Naturally after your departure chaos ensued in your beloved ISKCON society. The New Dväräkä 
community was no exception. We struggled in our efforts to stay aoat in Kåñëa consciousness and to 
remain faithful to your vision and strictly follow your instructions. Although the community is currently 
strong and vibrant, a lot of problems could have been avoided if we had deeply meditated on the fol-
lowing statement of yours (Arrival Speech, 17 May 1977, Våndävana):

Whether I am present or not present, it doesn’t matter. As Kåñëa is living eternally, similarly, 
living being also lives eternally. But kértir yasya sa jévati: “One who has done service to the Lord 
lives forever.” So you have been taught to serve Kåñëa, and with Kåñëa we’ll live eternally. Our 
life is eternal.

Although we understand this intellectually, Çréla Prabhupäda, individually and collectively we miss 
you and need you now more than ever.

By the depth of your compassion and your purity you inspired us conditioned souls to begin the 

path of surrender to Lord Kåñëa. We feel totally indebted and grateful to you.
Here in Alachua, in north central Florida, we are diligently trying to push on the mission of Lord 

Caitanya, as was your desire. You wrote: 

For some time now I have been thinking to have a nice place in Florida, and now it looks like you 
are trying for it. . . . So just work hard for Lord Caitanya Mahäprabhu, and His mercy will fall 
upon you like torrents of rain in the monsoon season. [Letter to Abhiräma, 6 Mar 1973]

By your grace we have installed Deities of Kåñëa and Balaräma here this year. To do so we had to 
raise funds and construct a brand-new huge kitchen, plus spend two years sewing outts to match the 
existing Deity outts.

You would be proud of our two excellent schools here at New Ramaëa Reti: the Bhaktivedanta 
Academy, a gurukula day school, and the Alachua Learning Center, a public charter school taught by 
devotees with an award-winning prasädam cafeteria. Both are caring environments that give over two 
hundred students specialized attention.

And we feel that you would be very pleased that we now hold eight major Ratha-yäträs every year 
in Florida. Thousands of conditioned souls are receiving the blessings of Lord Jagannätha. As you so 
perfectly taught us, “Compassion for the eternal soul is self- realization.” (Bg. 2.1, purport)

Here in Alachua we are so fortunate and blessed, Çréla Prabhupäda, by the association of more than 
two hundred of your direct disciples, along with hundreds of your granddisciples and great-granddisciples. 
Every one of us direct disciples has carried you within our hearts for the past thirty-ve to forty years, 
and by the blazing re of your saintly association even our ironlike hearts have become infused with 
the re of Kåñëa consciousness.

Once in nearby Gainesville one of your disciples wanted to know how you expanded in so many 
pictures to receive the offerings of your disciples. There are thousands of devotees; how can you be 
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present in all these places to receive the offerings? You replied to him by letter, Çréla Prabhupäda:

The spiritual master is present wherever his sincere disciple is trying to serve his instructions. 
This is possible by the mercy of Kåñëa. In your attempts to serve me and in all your sincere 
devotional sentiments, I am with you as my Guru Maharaja is with me. Remember this always. 
[Letter to Bhakta Don, 1 December 1973]

You once told one of your disciples, “I pray to Kåñëa every night to please protect me from mäyä.” 
(Memories, Vol. 1, p. 367). Later you complained, “My disciples irt with mäyä.” (remembrance, Viçäla 
Däsa) Sadly, we not only irt with mäyä but we embrace mäyä. We encounter obstacles, but somehow 
or other you are always there when we turn back to you and try to rectify ourselves. Thank you, Çréla 
Prabhupäda.

Another reason we are grateful to you, Çréla Prabhupäda, is that with brilliant simplicity you exposed 
the bluffs of the scientists: 

Why is the sand crab running? Scientists would say it is due to instinct, but there is no such thing 
as instinct. . . . Instinct is a word coined by scientists to cover up the fact that there is Supersoul, 
there is God, and there is past experience. . . . You have been in the body many lifetimes, so you 
know to look for the mother’s breast. The baby animal is nudging for the mother’s breast. It’s 
past experience, the past lifetime, and it’s the Supersoul within the heart that guide the living 
entity—it’s not instinct. There is no such thing as instinct. . . . If you analyze it you will see that 
it means absolutely nothing. Yet the scientists have convinced everyone that the whole of nature 
is moving by instinct; it is moving by Supersoul. [Memories, Vol. 1, p. 35]

We have sometimes seen that disciples may stray away and go elsewhere, but you very clearly told 
us: “For an intelligent disciple, what his spiritual master provides is sufcient. . . . If you simply follow my 
instructions, everything will be revealed to you from within.” (Memories, Vol. 1, pages 192 & 196). And 
you also told us: “You may know it that I am eternally your guide, but if you don’t accept me as your 
guide, what can I do? . . . So eternally I want to remain your guide, provided you want to accept me.” 
(Letter to Kåñëa Däsa, 9 September 1972) Yes, please, Çréla Prabhupäda, we are begging you to please 
keep us at your lotus feet. There may be other gurus, but you are the only one who is our guru, and we 
pray to remain eternally devoted to you.

It was all possible because of your love and blessings, which encouraged and motivated so many 
empowered devotees to assist you in seeing your vision through—devotees who blissfully sacriced so 
much to paint the pictures we now see every day in your books, to type and edit your manuscripts, to 
travel to remote places in the world to open new centers. We are eternally grateful to you and your dear 
devotees who have set the stage for us, your humble servants at New Remuëä Dhäma, to try to expand 
your society here in Toronto. 

The last year has been an exciting one for us, Çréla Prabhupäda. The outreach efforts have expanded 
because of some extremely humble and motivated devotees who have assumed leadership roles and en-
gaged the rest of the congregation. We would like to share a few of our humble efforts with you today.

University outreach continues to move forward at the University of Toronto and York University. 
Prasädam distribution to the homeless, as well as at large food expos, is occurring regularly. A new center 
has opened in a suburb of Toronto called Scarborough. The Ratha-yäträ festival continues to grow and 
attract tens of thousands of people. Our wonderful temple band, Gaura-Shakti, shares the holy name on 
a regular basis with the broader yoga and kértana communities in Toronto. Another center, called Urban 
Edge Yoga, has opened in the heart of the city. It is geared primarily to the Western/newcomer audience, 
with programs at least ve days a week involving kértana sessions, cooking classes, and philosophical 
discussions. 

The internal programs are also taking place, such as our Bhakti-våkña programs, Bhagavad-gétä 
classes, children’s programs, and youth-run service days. 

Perhaps our biggest offering to you this year consists of the efforts of our newly formed Toronto 
Saìkértana Team. Inspired by your dear disciple His Grace Vaiçeñika Prabhu, this team has lovingly 
guided the Toronto congregation in regular, focused book distribution. In 2009 more than ten thousand 
books were distributed, three thousand during the December marathon! The team has set an ambitious 
goal of distributing twenty thousand books in 2010. 

The bliss that comes from these outreach activities has caused a stir—it is contagious to want to 
spread the holy name and distribute your transcendental books!

Our sincere prayer, Çréla Prabhupäda, is that you continue to shower us with your mercy so that 
we can increase the enthusiasm and determination behind all our outreach efforts. Our prayer is that 
we remain grateful to you and all the devotees who helped us get here, and who will continue to bless 
and support us. Our prayer is to continue serving, and to do so in a humble state of mind. And we pray 
that you will arm us with the spiritual strength, intelligence, and protection to do so while looking after 
one another and cultivating purity as the force. Please don’t ever stop showering your loving glance on 
all of us.

The world is changing . . .  
Not just simply changing, but changing at a speed never experienced before. All the world’s living 

creatures are facing extreme challenges from this rapid change. If we look at the environment, there is a 
crisis. Twenty-ve species living on the earth today will be extinct tomorrow. Climate-change forecasters 
say there will be a lack of drinking water, the sea level will rise, insects, animals and plants will transfer 
their habitats to places they have never been before. Vast numbers of people will have to relocate, since 
the sea level’s rise will affect more than a billion people. These climate refugees will try to nd another 
place to live, creating social unrest. Agriculture will fail and there will be food scarcity. We need energy 
resources other than fossil fuels, but scientists say that we do not have time to invent any.

In addition, we can see the results of the economic crisis all around us. Many economists say that 
the present nancial crisis is worse than the Great Depression of the 1930s. Unemployment is growing. 
People’s savings are vanishing. Large nancial institutions are collapsing. Prices are increasing. Salaries 
are lagging behind price increases. 

And besides the environmental and economic crises, there is a social crisis. The overall mood of 
people is becoming depressed. The number of suicides is increasing. There is a growing gap between 
the poor and the rich. Consumerism on one side, and millions of hungry people on the other. 

All of these crises are strongly connected. At the COP15 meetings, several politicians and scientists 
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said, “Unless we can gure out how to change people’s habits, attitudes, and needs, we will fail at 
making a global change.” So we can see that what is at the root of all the other crises is the moral and 
ethical crisis. The value system of human beings has become corrupted by articial habits and needs; 
the demand for personal joy and happiness have become dominant. The importance of families, friend-
ships, and real relationships has diminished, and competition, exploitation, and personal success have 
become predominant.   

In this time of need, our role as devotees is to point out the problems and give practical solutions. 
This is what you always did, Çréla Prabhupäda. You clearly wrote and boldly spoke about the present 
problems of society, and you gave detailed solutions to each and every problem. You gave the tools that 
we can use in changing the world. You said:

We have to create self-sufcient farm communities. We should produce our grain and milk; if 
we do this then there is no question of scarcity. So develop these farm communities as much 
as possible. These communities should turn into ideal societies based on natural resources and 
not on industry.

Is what you told us theoretical or realistic? Do we believe it can be done? Do we think it should be 
done? I think we should recall the statement at the COP15 meeting: “Unless we can gure out how to 
change people’s habits, attitudes, and needs, we will fail in making a global change.” We should work on 
changing the world. As disciples of your disciples, we should accept the responsibility of proving that 
what you wrote in your books, what you told us during classes and conversations, is practical. Further-
more, not only is it practical, but it is the only way the world can be saved.

Here in New Vraja Dhäma we strive to show a working example, a replicable model for everyone, of 
each and every aspect of Kåñëa consciousness in practice. We try to show it in a way that most people 
can relate to, can accept, and can apply in their lives. We want to bring your message into the highest 
levels of leaders’ circles, just as you did. You stated in the Preface to the Çrémad-Bhägavatam that you 
wanted the message of the Bhägavatam to be taken seriously by educators, government ofcials, and 
other leaders of society.

Vidyäpati, a great and learned poet of Mithilä, has said that the pleasure derived from 
friendship, society, and family life in the material world is like a drop of water, but our hearts 
desire pleasure like an ocean. Thus the heart is compared to a desert of material existence that 
requires the water of an ocean of pleasure to satisfy its dryness. [Caitanya-caritämåta, Ädi-lélä 
5.224, purport]

Çréla Prabhupäda, I recently heard you say in a lecture that in the material world attachment is there 
and that it is natural, although we have to transfer our attachment to Kåñëa. You went on to say that we 
have to think Kåñëa is ours and we are His, and that this consciousness will guide us to the ultimate goal 
of perfect surrender to Kåñëa. Continuing, you stated that when Kåñëa came ve thousand years ago 
He spoke the Bhagavad-gétä to teach everyone how to surrender to Him, but no one could follow. You 
concluded that Çré Caitanya Mahäprabhu therefore appeared in order to teach us this same surrender 
to Kåñëa in a more practical way for the conditioned souls of Kali-yuga. 

I look around and see many wonderful loyal long-term members of our International Society for 
Krishna Consciousness, and I am very concerned about their Kåñëa-conscious well-being heading into 
that all-important nal exam known as death. Hair is getting gray, skin is getting wrinkled, aches and 
pains are daily associates now, organs are malfunctioning, and feared disease becomes an ally as a 
fortunate reminder from Kåñëa that the end is getting closer. We must prepare more eagerly, since that 
nal exam shall be given soon, Çréla Prabhupäda. 

As you lay on your bed in Våndävana in 1977, you looked up at your disciples and exclaimed, “Do 
not think this won’t happen to you.” We know it will, Çréla Prabhupäda. We know we are rapidly clos-
ing in on that moment. Yet it is not too late, and the topmost goal of pure Kåñëa consciousness can be 
achieved by those with an intense eagerness to have it. With such unmotivated and undivided devotion, 
we can please Your Divine Grace and receive your mercy by satisfying you. And then we will receive 
the ultimate benediction, being anointed by Çré Govindadeva with His priceless salve of love. Yes, death 
will happen to all of us, Çréla Prabhupäda, as the title of one of your lectures so appropriately reveals: 
“Death Everywhere.” Your Divine Grace was once asked why the death rate in India was so high, and you 
replied that the death rate in India was 100%, just like everywhere else. Çréla Prabhupäda, we must wake 
up very soon and prepare more intensely, with much more eagerness for pure kåñëa-sevä, something we 
should have striven for from the very beginning of our Kåñëa consciousness practices.

 King Yudhiñöhira wisely answered, “The most wonderful thing is that a man sees everyone dying 
around him—parents, relatives, friends, well-wishers, even pet animals—yet still he thinks that he himself 
will not die.” Because a man thinks he is immune to death, he misuses and spoils his valuable human 
life. This illusion fosters mundane complacency, which leads into Mäyä’s death trap, Çréla Prabhupäda. 
Nothing in this world is more important than submissively hearing and serving with love and devotion 
such a great mahätmä as Your Divine Grace. We will please you the most, Çréla Prabhupäda, by showing 
you that we are learning to love Kåñëa and that we are learning to love Çré Nityänanda Räma and Çré 
Kåñëa Caitanya Mahäprabhu and Çré Çré Rädhä-Govindadeva.

Çréla Prabhupäda, please lead us to pure devotional service at the lotus feet of Çré Govindadeva.

Those fortunate souls who surrender to this simple process of intense eagerness to hear 
you and render you devotional service understand that Kåñëa is theirs and that they belong to Kåñëa, 
body, mind, and soul. Such devotees will be puried by the illumination of Kåñëa consciousness within 
their hearts and minds in this life.

Çréla Prabhupäda, please lead us to pure devotional service at the lotus feet of Çré Govindadeva.

Therefore if one wants to derive real pleasure within his heart, he must seek the lotus feet of 
Govinda. In this verse Rüpa Gosvämé indicates that if one wants to be satised in the pleasure 
of society, friendship, and love, he need not seek shelter at the lotus feet of Govinda, for if one 
takes shelter under His lotus feet he will forget that minute quantity of so-called pleasure.

Dear Çréla Prabhupäda,

We offer our respectful obeisances in the dust of your exalted lotus feet.
We devotees in your little center here in Oslo, Norway, are happy to be able to say on this auspicious 

day that one more year has gone by lled with ecstatic devotional service to the great cause you have 
so kindly allowed us to be a small part of.

It was not our plan to end up here. In fact, we thought that Norway was about the last place we 
wanted to go. But there are many examples of devotees being asked to do just what they didn’t want to 
do and becoming ecstatic surrendering to the desire of guru and Kåñëa.

One example that comes to mind is our great departed ISKCON leader Tamäl Krishna Goswami. In 
1976, I think it was, after the controversy around the schism between the North American temple presi-
dents and the Rädhä-Dämodara party, he sarcastically said to you that he might as well go to preach 
in China. You did not take it as a joke, however, much to the frustration of Goswami Mahäräja. When 
your servant came to call him, he sensed what was on your mind and said, “I am not going.” Of course, 
as a fully surrendered servant of Your Divine Grace, he ultimately relented, and, as they say, the rest 
is history. Tamäl Krishna Mahäräja got the credit for actually opening up one of the largest and most 
important preaching elds in the world.

Norway does not have the same signicance as China, but neither do we compare with Tamäl Krishna 
Goswami, so it makes sense that we were sent to Norway while Goswami Mahäräja was sent to China. 
Still, we feel it is an honor to serve you as pioneers in this country.

Things are moving slowly here, to say the truth, but we get so much inspiration from the example 
you showed in your own life. For so many years you struggled alone, seemingly without success. In fact, 
a person seeing you in New York in 1966, before you moved into 26 2nd Avenue, would probably conclude 
that your whole life was a failure, a vain struggle for a lofty ideal, without result. Nobody could know 
what was to come in the next few years—that is, nobody except you and Kåñëa.

However, you did reveal your vision to one person at that time, a Jewish subway conductor. Later he 
remembered his conversation with you on a park bench in New York. You told him, “There are many devo-
tees and temples.

And, of course, he provided English translations and commentary for authorized 
books of scientic, transcendental, and eternally valid Vedic knowledge, most notably Çré Éçopaniñad, 
Bhagavad-gétä, Çrémad-Bhägavatam, Çré Caitanya-caritämåta, and Çré Bhakti-rasämåta-sindhu (The Nectar 
of Devotion). These authorized books of transcendental knowledge, published by the Bhaktivedanta 
Book Trust (BBT), remove all ignorance and materialistic illusions from the hearts of any sincere reader.  
Between 1966 and 1977 Çréla Prabhupäda succeeded, with the assistance of his disciples, in distributing 
millions of books in all the major world languages and establishing more than a hundred ISKCON cent-
ers throughout the world. Since Çréla Prabhupäda’s disappearance from our mundane vision in 1977, the 
number of ISKCON centers has more than tripled and the number of books distributed has increased to 
hundreds of millions. Çréla Prabhupäda’s impact on the lives of countless people throughout the world 
is thus increasing exponentially. Every day more and more people experience the joy in life that comes 
with being freed from the troublesome burden of impersonalism and voidism—all by the mercy of Çréla 
Prabhupäda.

Therefore 
the eld or the earth is not exploding with the vegetation. It is due to the sunshine. Therefore it 
is coming out. It is the real cause.   

What you said then, Çréla Prabhupäda, brings to mind a passage in chapter seventeen of your Nectar 
of Devotion:
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By the process of executing regulated devotional service, one is actually elevated onto the 
transcendental stage, beyond the material modes of nature. At that time one’s heart becomes 
illuminated like the sun. The sun is far above the planetary systems, and there is no possibility 
of its being covered by any kind of cloud; similarly, when a devotee is puried like the sun, from 
his pure heart there is a diffusion of ecstatic love which is more glorious than the sunshine.

Of course, we know that you are a nitya-siddha mahä-bhägavata devotee, but this passage describes 
you in that the diffusion of ecstatic love emanating from your illuminated heart is so glorious that it has 
created, and is continuing to create and animate, whole communities and congregations of devotees. 
As the sun’s glance causes life forms to manifest and develop, your transcendental glance continues to 
inspire your followers and descendants, against all odds, to try to advance in devotional service to Lord 
Kåñëa. Even more astonishing is that although in this barren Age of Kali it is practically impossible for 
people to live together peacefully, devotees here in Radhadesh, and in your communities around the 
world, cooperate under your watchful gaze in order to fulll your transcendental desires. Just as we 
should not take the blessings of Sürya-näräyaëa for granted, we should never forget that without your 
merciful glance we would have nothing to aspire for, no hope for genuine love and happiness. 

Dear Çréla Prabhupäda, we pray that just as you have given us life, and just as you continue to nour-
ish and maintain us, we may also become instruments of your causeless compassion, bearing the torch 
of transcendental knowledge so that we may enlighten one another and assist you in bringing those 
outside the purview of your Kåñëa consciousness movement into the radiant and blissful effulgence of 
your transcendental loving glance.

Such people, sitting unaware in their homes, will soon be visited by a devotee who, on your behalf, 

will personally deliver to them a Bhagavad-gétä As It Is, a Çré Éçopaniñad, or even a full set of the Çrémad-
Bhägavatam!

The resident will hear a knock at the door and will say to his wife, “Are we expecting anyone?” 
Curious, he will look though the peephole on his door and see a young woman standing next to a 

baby carriage, clutching a stack of books in her arms. When he opens the door the man and his family 
inside will be struck with the young woman’s gentle enthusiasm and determined smile. 
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“Hi, we’re with the local ISKCON center and we’re going all over the neighborhood today meeting 
people. Have you lived here long?” she’ll say.

When the man answers that he and his family have lived there for two years, the young woman will 
show him a Bhagavad-gétä As It Is. Placing it in the man’s hands, she’ll say, “This is a book on yoga and 
meditation that will help you get free from stress.” Then she’ll ask him, “You’ve heard of stress before, 
right?” And he’ll answer, “Yes, of course!”

Showing him the back cover, the young woman will mention that Emerson, Thoreau, Gandhi, and 
Einstein read the Gétä, that it’s world famous, and that it has been translated into English hundreds of 
times. She’ll show him a list—just behind the front cover—of favorable reviews written by university 
professors about the “As It Is” version. Then she’ll ip through the color pictures inside the book, giv-
ing a running commentary on the paintings while showing the man “Changing Bodies,” “Karma,” “The 
Universal Form.”

She’ll expertly involve him by asking him questions like “You’ve heard of karma before, right?” And 
she’ll compliment whatever answer he gives, making him feel special (because she knows that he is). 

While showing him the “Changing Bodies” painting, she’ll ask him, “Where are you in all this?” He’ll 
smile and point to one of the bodies that is about the same age as his. 

She’ll tell the man that because the book is spiritual and therefore too valuable to sell, she will only 
accept a donation for it based on his desire to help spread this important knowledge to the world. 

When the man hesitates, she will encourage him by saying, “We don’t need the money. The only 
reason we accept donations is that when a person gives in return for a spiritual book, he gets the ability 
to read and understand the book more deeply.” 

The man, heartened by her honesty and conviction, will close the door slightly, go back inside for 
a few minutes, and then return with two ten dollar bills in his hand, his donation for the book and for 
spreading spiritual knowledge.

After he hands her the donation, she’ll ask him if he believes in the power of prayer. When he says 
“Yes,” she’ll hand him a card with the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra printed on it and say, “This is an ancient 
prayer—passed down through generations—that wakes up pure love for God within the heart of anyone 
who repeats it . . .”

Then she’ll ask, “Are you ready?” And without waiting for his reply she’ll begin: “Repeat after me: 
Hare Kåñëa, Hare Kåñëa, Kåñëa Kåñëa, Hare Hare/ Hare Räma, Hare Räma, Räma Räma, Hare Hare.”

The man, caught in the jet stream of the young woman’s ecstatic enthusiasm, will repeat the mantra 
after her, two words at a time. When he completes it, he’ll ask, “What does it mean exactly?” 

She’ll tell him that the names of God are forever sacred and that the three names Hare, Kåñëa, and 
Rama are personal names of God that mean “O energy of the Lord (Hare), O all-attractive Lord (Kåñëa), 
O reservoir of all pleasure (Räma).”

Then the young women will reach into her side bag, pull out a sweet ball neatly wrapped and labeled, 
and hand one to the man, another to his wife, and one to each of his two children, who by now have 
given up watching television to come see what is happening at the front door.

After the young woman leaves and the man closes the door, the man’s wife and kids will ask, “Who 
was that? What’s that book? Can we eat these sweets? What did she make you say?”

The man, not able to answer completely, will sit down to page through the Bhagavad-gétä As It Is, 
thinking to himself, “Now, let me see what I’ve given my hard-earned money for.”

He’ll marvel for a moment at the name of the author, “His Divine Grace A.C. Bhaktivedanta Swami 
Prabhupäda, Founder-äcärya of the International Society for Krishna Consciousness.” When he sees a 
picture of you, Çréla Prabhupäda, the Supersoul within the man’s heart will say to him, “Take shelter 
here.

After reading this letter, the local leaders are getting ready to boil milk by setting up a council system 
in our temple.

It is barely seven years that a temple has been established in the center of the capital city, 
Lome, and for the past ve years we have distributed prasädam both to the needy on the streets and 
to the disadvantaged students in the university, ve days a week, serving an average of three hundred 
plates daily.

Even though our presence is relatively new in the country’s social milieu, ISKCON is already accorded 
such a level of recognition that we are invited to participate in every state function where religious lead-
ers are invited. Presently, in the newly formed “Alliance Inter-Religieuse dans la lutte contre le Sida,” an 
interreligious alliance against AIDS, six major religious bodies are represented, and the position of the 
Vice President was given to the ISKCON representative.

Another important preaching avenue is a weekly radio program donated to our society to explain 
Kåñëa consciousness and the Vedic culture to the populace. Members of the audience call in to ask 
questions. The result is that whenever devotees are seen on the streets they hear the familiar greeting 
“Hare Kåñëa!” Also, whenever our Food for Life bus is seen, almost at every moment people are asking 
if there is something to eat. 

Thank you, Çréla Prabhupäda, for by your mercy the hopeless are becoming hopeful, the hungry are 
being fed prasädam, and the homeless are getting shelter. Though we often face tough challenges, since 
when your movement is being nicely appreciated envious demons are also very busy making overt and 
covert efforts to stop our progress, still, by your mercy we are able to carry on. So on this special day 
we pray to you for more mercy, so that our activities will not be disturbed by subtle living entities, by 
envious demons, or by Brahma-räkñasas.

Dear Çréla Prabhupäda,
Please accept our humble obeisances at your lotus feet.
No metaphor, simile, analogy, or allegory can ever be enough to describe your glory. Yet, in our 

humble and inadequate attempt to gain some insight, these linguistic devices can give us a tiny glimpse 
of your divinely empowered ability to distribute the gift of Kåñëa consciousness that you so selessly 
and magnanimously gave us. No one ever did what you did, and no one will ever be able to repeat it.

A magnet is a piece of metal, usually iron, that has been empowered to attract magnetic material. 
Only a few metals, such as iron, steel, nickel, and cobalt, are magnetic objects and are therefore at-
tracted by magnets. Nonmagnetic objects, such as wood, plastic, glass, and copper, are not attracted 
to magnets. Like a magnet, the spiritual master is empowered to attract others. He attracts people of a 
certain quality, those who are inclined to devotion. Others, namely mundane materialistic people with 
wooden hearts and articial, plastic demeanors, will not be attracted.

The area around a magnet is called a magnetic eld. Iron lings are attracted by the magnetic force 
within this eld, and they form a beautiful pattern around the magnet. Iron lings outside the magnetic 
eld are not attracted and are scattered here and there. Similarly, Çréla Prabhupäda, the magnetic force 
you create forms the beautiful ISKCON pattern around your lotus feet. As long as we insignicant little 
iron lings stay within your magnetic eld, we can be part of this beautiful ISKCON.

The magnetic eld is invisible, but the iron lings that align themselves in this magnetic eld give 
an indication of its existence. Many people do not recognize your divinely inspired magnetic force, but 
by your ISKCON thousands of little iron lings, beautifully aligned with you, our strong magnet in the 
center, can give the world an indication of your potency and inuence.

A magnet can attract and support a long chain of paper clips. Magnetism is transferred through the 
metal clips, and each clip effectively becomes a temporary magnet. Likewise, Çréla Prabhupäda, you at-
tract and support so many devotees. As long as we stay connected to this chain—devotees in disciplic 
succession—we stay magnetized by your divine association. We become empowered to distribute Kåñëa 
consciousness to the next spiritually magnetized devotee in this devotee chain. But as soon as we break 
contact with this devotee chain and its original spiritual-master magnet, we lose our spiritual potency. 
We lose our ability to inspire others to take up Kåñëa consciousness. We lose our magnetism. We have 
to completely surrender to you, because as soon as we desire independence we tumble to the ground, 
to be lost among the other debris of material existence.

With magnets, opposite poles attract and like poles repel. If we understand that we can never be on 
the same level as the spiritual master, if we become completely surrendered to him, we can stay attracted. 
As soon as we think ourselves alike—like poles—we will never be able to get close to your lotus feet.

Electromagnets work only when in an active circuit and are therefore not permanent magnets. 
Likewise, bogus gurus and false spiritual guides seem to be real, but as soon as their power supply is 
switched off, they are just a collection of insubstantial, low-grade metal bolts, bars, and twisted wires 
pretending to be bona de. In front of a potential victim of their magnetism, they appear strong and 
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condent, but wait until someone pulls the plug . . . 
The comparison does not end here. A magnet can be used to show direction. A compass needle is 

a suspended magnet. When a spinning compass needle comes to rest, one end will point to magnetic 
north. Çréla Prabhupäda, you show us the way toward Kåñëa. Without your guidance we are completely 
lost. You came to lead us, step by step, to that divine abode of the Supreme Personality of Godhead, 
Çré Kåñëa. Your instructions are our spiritual compass. How can anyone cross this ocean of nescience 
and material suffering without you, our compass, showing us how to reach Goloka Våndävana? On this 
perilous journey of the soul through material existence, you gave us everything we need to reach the 
ultimate destination.

You so aptly said: “You are drowning in an ocean of material sense enjoyment. This Bhagavad-gétä 
is like a good boat, and the spiritual master is like a good captain, and the Hare Kåñëa mahä-mantra is 
like a good breeze. So you should take advantage of so many auspicious things and cross that ocean.”

Çréla Prabhupäda, this year my main realization is that you are timeless! As we read in Çrémad-
Bhägavatam (1.9.14), when Bhéñmadeva, one of the authorities in our line, contemplated the problems 
faced by the Päëòavas and Queen Kunté, he said,

“In my opinion, this is all due to inevitable time, under whose control everyone in every planet is carried, 
just as the clouds are carried by the wind.” And you commented: “All the big gigantic planets, including 
the sun, are being controlled by the force of air, as the clouds are carried by the force of air. Similarly, the 
inevitable käla, or time, controls even the action of the air and other elements.” Everything, therefore, 
is controlled by the supreme käla, a forceful representative of the Lord within the material world. 

Çréla Prabhupäda, we see this every single day of our life: everything and everybody is growing old. All 
things must past. What a cause of suffering! Big, big people disappear, big, big monuments disappear, big, 
big love disappears, big or small everything disappears. Even the remembrance of all these things slowly

disappears. Time is so strong! Kåñëa said to Arjuna: kälo ’smi loka kñaya-kåt pravåddho. “Time I am, the great 
destroyer of the worlds.” By time’s inuence we grow old, and we become sick, tired, and despondent. 

But as powerful time goes by, Çréla Prabhupäda, we can see more and more clearly that you are time-
less. You came down from the place beyond time, and your activities, and especially your teachings, are 
timeless. At the advanced age of sixty-two years old, just one year before entering the sannyäsa order, 
you seriously felt that you had barely begun your work of preaching, your service to your spiritual mas-
ter. Where was there any idea of retirement? You were deeply and completely absorbed in the mood of 
service to the preaching mission of Caitanya Mahäprabhu and your Guru Mahäräja.

Time had no inuence on you. After some years of service in Våndävana dhäma, chanting and writing 
in the place where Çréla Rüpa Gosvämé and Çréla Jéva Gosvämé had stayed, you received their full bless-
ings and felt condent to come to the West. Neither old age, poor health, lack of money, nor the absence 
of help from others was a problem for you. You departed anyway, and you remained on the battleeld 
of America when the situation became seemingly impossible. 

Çréla Prabhupäda, you are timeless, and everything related to you is also timeless! You will never 
die!

I can see that your mission and your servants—your devotee soldiers—are by your grace also becom-
ing timeless like you. The inevitable approach of old age, disease, and death do not affect your faithful 
servants as they do others. Even with ourselves we see that, by remembering and following you, and 
especially your teachings, we are becoming timeless by your mercy. We always feel young and condent 
like you; our age doesn’t really matter.

Çréla Prabhupäda, if we would stop criticizing devotees, if we would learn how to cooperate—one of 
your main commandments to us—then we would really become timeless, as you desire us to be. 

If we understand that preaching is the real and utmost interest of Çré Kåñëa because He is the father 
of all living entities, and that preaching is your very life, we will not become old and weak too quickly, 
and we will become timeless.

Çréla Prabhupäda, if every day we read your books, and if we strongly desire to get a clear under-
standing of Kåñëa consciousness by serving the spiritual master with inquiries and submission, as you 
wrote in the Gétä, and if we follow the four rules and chant sixteen rounds daily and regularly attend 
the programs you prescribed for us, starting with maìgala-ärati, then we will become spiritually strong 
and therefore timeless like you. 

Finally, Çréla Prabhupäda, if we really put you in the center of your ISKCON society, and in the center 
of every one of its aspects, without concocting anything new, then we, and especially your ISKCON, will 
become timeless.

When the great devotee Bhéñmadeva quit his body, all the sages present became silent, like birds at 
the end of the day. They admired his spiritual power and greatness when he entered the eternity of the 
Supreme Lord. Thereafter drums sounded, owers fell from the sky, and the royal order commenced 
honoring him in the same we honor you, Çréla Prabhupäda, for your matchless qualities and behavior.
